Parts of speech are among the first grammar topics we learn when we are in school
or when we start our English language learning process. Parts of speech can be
defined as words that perform different roles in a sentence. Some parts of speech
can perform the functions of other parts of speech too.

‘ Parts of Speech Definitions:

» The Oxford Learner’s Dictionary defines parts of speech as “one of the classes
into which words are divided according to their grammar, such as noun, verb,
adjective, etc.”

» The Cambridge Dictionary also gives a similar definition — “One of the
grammatical groups into which words are divided, such as noun, verb, and adjective”.

In the English language, every word is called a part of speech. The role that a word
plays in a sentence considers what part of speech it belongs to.

We can categorize English words into 8 basic types called "parts of speech" or "word

classes". It's quite important to recognize parts of speech. This helps you to analyse
sentences and understand them. It also helps you to construct good sentences.
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Every word in English can be classified as one of nine parts of speech. The
term part of speech refers to the role a word plays in a sentence.

The parts of speech are classified differently in different grammars, but most
traditional grammars list eight parts of speech in the parts of speech are classified
differently in different grammars, but most traditional grammars list eight parts of
speech in English: nouns, pronouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, prepositions,
conjunctions, and interjections.

Uncountable nouns are substances, concepts, feelings, liquids, gases, things
that we cannot divide into separate elements, and we cannot "count" them. For
example, we cannot count "milk". We can count "bottles of milk" or "litres of milk",
but we cannot count "milk" itself.
